What is the Design-Build method?

In Design-Build, a single firm takes
the responsibility for the total project,
interacting design professionals and
construction professionals as a team to
create a viable project for the prospective
client.

What is the primary reason for Design-
Build?

The most compelling reason for
Design-Build is that it relies on a
“team” concept. It simply puts the
owner, architect and contractor at the
table at the same time—early in the
project’s development—cooperating and
working together, developing acceptable
solutions to project needs based on owner
objectives.

Are there monetary benefits to employing
Design-Build?

Absolutely. By effectively utilizing the
team concept, design and construction
personnel are working together with the
owner from the very beginning to solve
potential problems long before the actual
construction begins. The advantages are:
1) the Design-Build team can review the
project’s practicality (constructability)
before putting it on paper; and, 2) the
team can develop its efficiencies of design
(how to), therefore having the best of both
worlds while also creating value for the
owner. The Design-Build delivery method
saves, on average, between 15% and 18%
of the total project cost over traditional
Design-Bid-Build construction.

The Selmer Company served as general contractor on this design-build project,

an 8,500-square-foot state-of-the-art newsroom addition for the local Fox

TV affiliate. Designed as a second-story addition, including an elevator shaft
and concrete slab roof (which would become the floor for the addition) the new space
houses the sports, weather and news staff.

The $1.7 million project was designed by Architects Group Limited of Green
Bay and complements neighboring landmark, Lambeau Field. Among the unique
challenges the building team faced were a) a very tight construction area for staging,
contractor parking, etc.; b) the station remained in operation throughout construction;
and ¢) there could be no interruption to transmitting and operations as functions
shifted to the new addition.

In addition to self-performing the masonry, concrete, steel erection and carpentry,
Selmer also worked closely with the owner in coordinating the technology wiring, video
and specialties during the transition from the current building into the new addition.

Vice president Dave Schleis and superintendent Gary Huc led the project and were
gratified when the owner, asked at the end of the project, “What should have been
done differently?” responded by saying, “Nothing at all!”
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
